4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
a. The March 9 minutes were approved as written.

5. ADMINISTRATIVE ISSUES 
a. Antonio has received letter requesting funding for code enforcer travel to in-person meetings.  He is evaluating the request and will provide a formal response.

6. OLD BUSINESS

a. Report from NFPA 

i. NFPA 2 will meet for a Pre-ROP at NFPA on April 26.

1) Indoor refueling task group will be created after the results of the NFPA 52 scope is made known.

ii. NFPA 52 will be meeting at NFPA from August 1-5 for the ROP. 

iii. CGA will be submitting detailed code changes to remove all H2 language from 52, and the 52 extract content in 2 will become part of NFPA-2 

b. Report from ICC  
i. 2012 I-Codes will be made available in May.
ii. Committee applications to join are available here:
1) http://www.iccsafe.org/cc/Pages/2011Call.aspx 
iii. Proposals for the A cycle documents (includes IBC) are due 1/1/2012.

iv. Proposals for the B cycle documents (includes IFC) are due 1/1/2013.

v. The “work groups” (formerly Regional Code Action Committees) will be set up to hear/develop proposed changes at a regional level.  This work will occur 4-6 months in advance of the deadlines.
vi. The proposed changes for 2011 IGCC International Green Construction Code is published with about 12 hydrogen references.  Bob Davidson has taken a look at the changes and feels most of the references are general in nature.

c. Industry Update
i. Sandia tank testing – one steel tank has failed.  It occurred around 8000 cycles. This was one of the tanks with a machined flaw (expected early failure).  Expect more details in presentation at Annual Merit Review.
d. Working Group - Fork Lift Fueling Indoors (see archive notes at end)
i. HIPOC worked through items previously discussed to compose rationale for code language.
ii. The working group on indoor fueling will develop code language before the next HIPOC meeting and present it for support.
1) Supported items will be noted and proposed.
2) Unsupported items will be left to individual proponents to submit proposals
e. HIPOC Long Term Schedule 

i.  2012 Codes available in May 2011. 

ii. Will all of the various areas of the IBC, IMC and IFGC be scoped to the IFC?  - Are hydrogen related issues going to the fire code committee and if so then when will the proposals be due?  Hydrogen is particularly concerned as past revisions the hydrogen issues were in conflict between IFGC and IFC (for example).  
iii. If it is all being scoped to the IFC, we should still plan to look through all of the proposals to the Group A codes to understand what could happen from a “multi-part” code change.  Hydrogen items or items that affect hydrogen use could be submitted in Jan.

f. Action Item Update
i. ICC -  There may be some confusion concerning the ‘scoping issue’ for Group A and Group B codes, particularly with correlating IBC and IFC code change proposals.  It is recommended that HIPOC review both the 2012 IBC and IFC and submit all 2015 code change proposals by the January 2012 deadline (Group A Cycle).  ICC Staff will determine if the change needs to be deferred to the Group B cycle. 
ii. Onsite Generators - Siting requirements for onsite hydrogen generators need revision.  Confusion and lack of specific language causes unnecessary requirements.  
1) Today electrolyzers are sometimes incorrectly being required to be installed with bulk storage separation distance requirements.  When listed and Labeled,  hydrogen generators are exempt from hydrogen storage separation distances, except when there is hydrogen storage contained in the generator system.  
2) Need language for IFC.
3) Need update for NFPA 2.
iii. Pass list of changes for NFPA 52 (developed in the past few months) along to NFPA 2 for consideration

iv. HIPOC PR - Wider dissemination on the existence of HIPOC and its work to provide for code harmonization, aiming to encourage industry to provide input to the HIPOC earlier.

i. Bob D, Bob B and Aaron to work on matrix/schedule structure for tracking.

ii. Create list of gaps and issues in ICC and NFPA 2.

1) Topic – i.e. Generator or electrolyzers
